Language requirements 

A B1 level in both French and English is
required for engineering degree students.

A B1 level in French is required for
exchange students wishing to take
courses in French.

A B2 level in English is required for
exchange students or those enrolled in a
master's double degree program who
wish to take courses in English.

A B2 level is required either in French or
in English depending if students follow
classes in either language.

A B1 in both English and French is
required for students to the double
engineering degree program.

A B1 level in French is recommended
for exchange students.

French grading system

Grenoble INP – UGA uses the
European Credit Transfer System
(ECTS). One academic year
corresponds to 60 ECTS, one
semester to 30 ECTS. Exchange
students can take a maximum of
30 ECTS per semester or 60 ECTS
per year.
